Plots along the 
Illuminate Ozaukee path were numbered enabling the community and visitors to vote online for their favorite 
design. Thousands of visitors participated in the voting process, ultimately selecting MKB Jewelry as the Holiday Design 
Champion for 2024.  MKB Jewelry’s plot portrayed a magical proposal from a look-alike Travis Kelce to a look-alike Taylor Swift 
in a scenic snow globe with glowing hearts on either side.

New to Illuminate this year, the show welcomed three groups from local high schools who took part in decorating plots.  The 
High School portion, sponsored by The Ladd Agency, allowed for Illuminate to Award a $1000 prize to the High School Plot 
with the most votes, and $500 Award to the High School with the most volunteer hours.  Voters selected the Cedarburg High 
School Student Collaboration, led by Hailee Kassander, as the winner.  The plot portrayed a magical Gingerbread Palace.  The 
Student Collaboration is donating its $1000 Award to local nonprofits.  The High School with the most volunteer hours is 
Cedarburg High School with 54 hours.
